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Overview of the CLASS

The Classroom Assessment Scoring System PreK (CLASS PreK; Pianta, La Paro, & Hamre, 2003) is a system for observing and assessing the quality
of interactions between teachers and students in preschool classrooms. The CLASS examines social-emotional and mstructional interactions that
contribute to student’s social competence and academic achievement. The CLASS measure meludes 10 subscales orgamzed mto three domams: (1)
Emotional Suppert, (2) Classroom Organization, and (3) Instuctional Support. Each subscale 1s scored on a 7-point scale, with a score of 1 and 2
considered to be m the low-range; 3. 4, and 3 are nud-range; and 6 and 7 are high range.
